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The Department of Humanities organized an educational visit to the Jeejeebhoy Senior 

Citizen’s Centre and Mamta Mandir School, for special children (Navsari) for all the 

students of BA Psychology on 13th October 2023.  

Firstly, the students visited Jeejeebhoy Senior Citizen’s Centre. They visited the entire 

premises and several wards including the physiotherapy center. They had an opportunity to 

interact with the senior citizens regarding their experiences in the old age center. They also had 

an opportunity to take a MMSE (Mini Mental Status Examination) of all the senior citizens. 

Through the visit, they received immense knowledge regarding how the old age center works, 

what are the facilities provided to the senior citizens, how many caregivers are there, the issues 

faced by the management, and how they deal with the anger and emotions of the senior citizens.   

Then the students visited Mamta Mandir School which is a school for special children for 

dumb and deaf children and intellectually disabled children. Students had an opportunity 

to interact with the special children. They also had an opportunity to visit Industrial training 

workshops for special children. Through the visit, they received immense knowledge regarding 

who are special educators and what are their qualifications, what kind of technologies are used 

in teaching such as sign language, what are the kind of struggles faced by the educators, and 

how do they manage it.
